Humanity’s primal efforts to systematize the concepts of size, shapes, and number are usually regarded as the
earliest mathematics. However, the concept of number and the counting process developed so long before the
time of recorded history (there is archaeological evidence that counting was employed by humans as far back as
50,000 years ago) that the manner of this development is largely conjectural. Imagining how it probably came
about is not difficult. The argument that humans, even in prehistoric times, had some number sense, at least to
the extent of recognizing the concepts of more and less when some objects were added to or taken away from a
small group, seems fair, for studies have shown that some animals possess such a sense.

With the gradual evolution of society, simple counting became imperative. A tribe had to know how many
members it had and how many enemies, and a shepherd needed to know if the flock of sheep was decreasing in
size. Probably the earliest way of keeping a count was by some simple tally method, employing the principle of
one-to-one correspondence. In keeping a count of sheep, for example, one finger per sheep could be turned
under. Counts could also be maintained by making scratches in the dirt or on a stone, by cutting notches in a
piece of wood, or by tying knots in a string.

Then, perhaps later, a variety of vocal sounds was developed as a word tally against the number of objects in
a small group. And still later, with the refinement of writing, a set of signs was devised to stand for these
numbers. Such an imagined development is supported by reports of anthropologists in their studies of present-
day societies that are thought to be similar to those of early humans.

Everybody talks about “the dream | had last night”. In fact, dreams and dream interpretations have been
acknowledged from the beginning of recorded history. Biblical Joseph interpreted a dream of Egypt’s Pharaoh
that saved the country from famine. Freud used dreams in an attempt to solve people’s psychological troubles.
Avrtists/writers Federico Fellini, John Keats, August Strindberg, Nathaniel Hawthorne, Ingmar Bergman, and
Anais Nin have all used dreams in their works.

“Dreams are a vehicle for knowledge not open to the waking mind”, declared Robert Adam, University of
Washington assistant professor of English, who taught a class on dreams and literature last year. “In some
ways, our dreams may be smarter than we are”, he continued. “Our waking conscious mind is culturally
contaminated and constricted by things like media and current morality.”

Nineteenth-century writers- the Romantics- were fascinated by dreams and encouraged people to look
inward and be more receptive to irrationality, according to Adam. They believed that the greatest minds should
have a negative capability — the ability to be in doubt, mystified, or uncertain without any irritable reaching
after fact or reason.

Ignoring the Romantics, 20th-century psychologists, psychiatrists, and doctors have come up with some
startling facts about dreams.

Everyone has some idea of the nature of his dreams, but what are the dreams of others like? Two medical
studies done in the United States by Dr. Calvin Hall and Fred Snyder proved that most people’s dreams are not
very exciting; the majority of the dreams reported were of a familiar nature to the dreamer and quite
reasonable.

Dreams are not in lonesome places, the studies show. In 95 percent of the dreams analyzed by Hall, another
person besides the dreamer was present. Also, the majority of the dreams included unpleasant emotions.

In any country, the energy and resources directed to educating parents to plan the size of their families
depend heavily on the interest of political leaders and on the support they get from the people who form public
opinion. Given an active interest on the part of all groups, it might well be possible to adopt a program that
would reduce the birth rate with unprecedented speed. Without the backing of influential groups, political
leaders will have to move cautiously lest they arouse strong opposition. One means of attaining wide public
support is to promote an understanding of the population situation as it bears on the prospects of the individual
family as well as of society as a whole for health prosperity and prestige. Since even these questions are heavily
loaded with emotion, it is doubtful that such an understanding can be based on the work and ideas of foreigners.

At the level of
leadership, these problems arise as questions of population. Among the mass of the people they arise as
questions of family health and well-being of education and the improvement of living conditions. For these
personal reasons, the public will welcome the programs for family planning even though the governmental
interest derives from the larger needs for the economy. Basic research on population trends and their causes, if
it is to be effective in stimulating leadership, needs to be done by trained local personnel. In wide areas of the
world, particularly those areas in which population problems are most acute, there is a major lack of social
scientists let alone social scientists trained in the field of population studies.
