This
necessity is not more pressing in highly urban environments than in suburban or rural environments- it’s just
more difficult to achieve.

PASSAGE 2

Certainly no creature in the sea is odder than the common sea cucumber. All living creatures, especially
human beings, have their oddities, but everything about the little sea cucumber seems unusual. What else can be
said about a strange animal that, among other eccentricities, eats mud, feeds almost continuously day and night
but can live without eating for long periods, and can be poisonous but is considered a very delicious food at the
same time?

For some fifty million years, despite all its eccentricities, the sea cucumber has lived on its diet of mud. It is
adaptable enough to live attached to rocks by its tube feet, under rocks in shallow water, or on the surface of
mud flats. Common in cool water on both Atlantic and Pacific shores, it has the ability to suck up mud or sand
and digest whatever nutrients are present.

Sea cucumbers come in a variety of colors, ranging from black to reddish brown to sand color and nearly
white. One form even has bright purple tentacles. Usually, the creatures are cucumber-shaped and because they
typically live on rocks, this shape, combined with flexibility, enables them to squeeze into cracks where they are
safe from predators and ocean currents.

Although they have uncontrolled appetites, eating day and night, sea cucumbers have the capacity to become
inactive and live at a low metabolic rate, feeding sparingly or not at all for long periods, so that the marine
organisms that provide their food have a chance to multiply. If it were not for this faculty, they would devour all
the food available in a short time and would probably starve themselves out of existence.

But the most spectacular thing about the sea cucumber is the way it defends itself. Its major enemies are fish
and crabs; when attacked, it squirts all its internal organs into water. It also casts off attached structures such as
tentacles. The sea cucumber will cut its own organs and regenerate itself if it is attacked or even touched; it will
do the same if the surrounding water temperature is too high or if the water becomes too polluted.

The Winterthur Museum is a collection and a house. There are many museums devoted to the decorative arts
and many house museums, but rarely in the United States is a great collection displayed in a great country house.
Passing through successive generations of a single family, Winterthur has been a private estate for more than a
century. Even after the extensive renovations made to it between 1929 and 1931, the house remained a family
residence. This fact is of importance to the atmosphere and effect of the museum. The impression of a lived-in
house is apparent to the visitor; the rooms look as if they were vacated only a short while ago- whether by the
original owners of the furniture or the most recent residents of the house can be a matter of personal
interpretation.

Winterthur remains, then, a house in which a collection of furniture and architectural elements has been
gathered together. Like an English country house, it is an organic structure; the house, as well as the collection
and manner of displaying it to the visitor, has changed over the years. The changes have coincided with
developing concepts of the American arts, increased knowledge on the part of collectors and students, and a
progression toward the achievement of a historical effect in period-room displays. The rooms at Winterthur have
followed this current, yet still retained the character of a private house.

The concept of a period-room as a display technique has developed gradually over the years in an effort to
present works of art in a context that would show them to greater effect and would give them more meaning for
the viewer. Comparable to the habitat group in a natural history museum, the period room represents the
decorative arts in a lively and interesting manner and provides an opportunity to assemble objects related by
style, date, or place of manufacture.
