PASSAGE 1
The Akashi Kaiyko Bridge in southern Japan is the world’s longest bridge. The Akashi Kaiyko
Bridge spans the Akashi Strait, connecting Awaji Island to Kobe, an important industrial center.
The bridge has a span of 5973 feet (1991 meters), making it over 25% longer than its nearest
competitor: the Humber Bridge in England. Strangely, there may be longer bridges in the world,
but the Guinness Book of World Records measures the longest bridges according to their record-
breaking spans.

The concrete pillars have to be tall enough to support the whole weight of the bridge. The
pillars on the Akashi Kaiyko Bridge are 900 feet tall. These pillars had to be built to withstand not
only huge waves but also high-speed winds, and possibly even violent earthquakes, which are not
uncommon in the area. The bridge has survived one earthquake: its span was extended by more
than 3 feet by the Kobe earthquake of 1995.

The cables weigh 50,000 tons and have a diameter of almost four feet each. Each cable contains
290 hexagonal strands; each strand is composed of 127 steel wires. The total length of the wire
used is more than 200,000 miles, enough to circle the Earth 7.5 times!

The first plans to connect Kobe to Naruto via Awaji Island were voiced in 1955, but it took the
government thirty years to decide to really build the bridge. The next three years were spent
surveying the site and construction commenced in 1988. In designing the bridge, special
consideration was given to its effect on the surroundings, great emphasis was placed on a “pleasing
balance between light and shade” and also on the choice of the perfect color.

The construction of the bridge was a very complicated and technologically draining process,
which took ten years to complete. Casting concrete in 300 feet of water, installing special pilot
ropes over the strait by helicopter, and finally stretching the gigantic steel cables surely wasn’t an
easy job. Ten years after construction commenced in 1988, the bridge was finished and the six-
lane highway finally opened to traffic.

The bridge has made the transportation from island to island much easier, so in addition to
breaking a record, the Akashi Kaiyko Bridge achieves the main goal of a bridge: to connect two
places.

In less than one year, a robot larger than an SUYV is going to blast off from Earth and head towards
Mars. The droid will gently parachute down onto the red planet’s surface, guided at the very end by
a sky-crane, which will bring it safely to the ground. That’s the plan anyway for Mars 2020. In
addition to becoming the most modern piece of tech on our neighbor planet, the new robot will also
have more cameras than any rover to go before it. Its 23 cameras will outnumber Curiosity rover’s
collection by six, and Spirit’s and Opportunity’s each by 13. The eye upgrades, facilitated by
advances in camera engineering, will give researchers a clearer look at Mars, sure, but they will also
help save time and ease the grueling process of scheduling tasks on Mars from 33.9 million miles
away. Currently, to plan out a day’s worth of work on Curiosity, it takes scientists at NASA’s Jet
Propulsion Laboratory (JPL) about eight hours to first process information gathered by the rover
the day before, plan out the next day’s tasks, engineer those projects, bundle them up in digital
instructions, and send more instructions back to Mars. Engineers spend about an hour processing
the images that Curiosity sends back, stitching together wide angle photos that let humans-or
rovers-deduce information about pictures.

“For things like driving or operating the arm, we take a picture with the left camera and a
picture with the right camera” Justin Maki, the imaging scientist for Mars 2020, says. “Then we
match up pixels between the two images to create a 3D image of the terrain. Because we have these
wider field of view lenses, we end up with better quality stereo terrain maps.”

Maki and his team’s plan for the next mission is to compress the entire daily timeline down to
five hours, in part by taking advantage of the smaller, cheaper, and more powerful cameras on the
rover, which have a much wider field of view. The wider field of view and high resolution means less
time stitching together or processing images, and more time working on the next day’s assignments
for the rover, whether that’s telling it to drive over to a rock, avoid an obstacle, or fire a laser.

In addition to providing detailed navigation aids, the large number of cameras also means more
amazing images for everyone back home as well. High-speed landing video cameras, along with a
specialized microphone, will capture the harrowing descent of the rover to the surface. The
engineers will see detailed footage of how the parachutes deploy in Mars’ atmosphere. And, like
other NASA missions, when information comes back from Mars 2020 mission, the public will be
able to follow along almost as soon as Maki and the other mission scientists get the information.
