Many caves become covered with so much ice that
no one knows just how thick it is. In some, such as Crystal Falls Cave in Idaho, there are frozen rivers and
even frozen waterfalls. Native Americans and early settlers used to store food in these underground
refrigeratorsand chip out blocks of iceto melt for drinking water.

PASSAGE 2

Botany, the study of plants, occupies a special position in the history of human knowledge. For many
thousands of yearsit was the one field of awar eness about which humans had nothing more than the vaguest
of insights. It is impossible to know today just what our Stone Age ancestors knew about plants, but from
what we can observe of pre-industrial societies that still exist, a detailed learning of plants and their
properties must be extremely ancient. Thisislogical. Plants are the basis of the food pyramid for all living
things, even for other plants. They have always been extremely important to the welfare of peoples, not only
for food, but also for clothing, weapons, tools, dyes, medicines, shelter, and a great many other purposes.
Tribesliving today in the jungles of the Amazon recognize hundreds of plants and know many properties of
each. To them botany, as such, has no name and is probably not even recognized as a special branch of
knowledge at all.

Unfortunately, the more industrialized we become the farther away we move from direct contact with
plants, and the less distinct our knowledge of botany grows. Yet everyone comes unconsciously on an
amazing amount of botanical knowledge, and few people will fail to recognize a rose, an apple, or an orchid.
When our Neolithic ancestors, living in the Middle East about 10,000 years ago, discovered that certain
grasses could be harvested and their seeds planted for richer yields the next season, the first great step in a
new association of plants and humans was taken. Grains wer e discovered and from them flowed the marvel
of agriculture: cultivated crops. From then on, humans would increasingly take their living from the
controlled production of a few plants, rather than getting a little here and a little there from many varieties
that grew wild, and the collected knowledge of tens of thousands of years of experience and familiarity with
plantsin the wild would begin to fade away.

PASSAGE 3

Perhaps the most striking quality of satiric literature isits freshness, its originality of perspective. Satire
rarely offers original ideas. Instead, it presents the familiar in a new form. Satirists do not offer the world
new philosophies. What they do islook at familiar conditions from a per spective that makes these conditions
seem foolish, harmful or affected. Satire shakes us out of complacence into a pleasantly shocked realization
that many of the values we unquestioningly accept are false.

Don Quixote makes chivalry seem absurd, Brave New World ridicules the pretensions of science, and A
Modest Proposal dramatizes starvation by advocating cannibalism. None of these ideas is original. Chivalry
was questionable before Cervantes, humanists objected to the claims of pure science before Aldous Huxley
and people were awar e of famine before Swift. It was not the originality of the idea that made these satires
popular. It was the manner of expression of the satiric method that made them interesting and entertaining.
Satires are read because they are aesthetically satisfying works of art, not because they are morally good or
ethically instructive. They are inspiring and refreshing because, with common sense sharpness, they brush
away illusions and second-hand opinions. With spontaneous mockery, satire rearranges perspectives,
scrambles familiar objects into strange combinations and speaks in a personal idiom instead of an abstract
common language.

Satire exists because thereisa need for it. It haslived because readers appreciate a refreshing stimulus, a
bold reminder that they livein a world of clichéd thinking, cheap moralizing, and foolish philosophy. Satire
serves to push people into an awar eness of truth though rarely to any action on behalf of truth. Satire tends
to remind people that much of what they see, hear, and read in popular media is pretentious, sentimental,
and only partially true. Liferesemblesin only a slight degree the popular image of it. Soldiersrarely hold the
ideals that movies attribute to them, nor do ordinary citizens devote their lives to unselfish service of
humanity. Intelligent people know these things but tend to forget them when they do not hear them
expressed.
