The chainsaw is a powerful tool. With it, people can cut down trees faster and more efficiently than they
can with an old-fashioned saw. Should the chainsaw be misused, however, the person operating it just
might find him or herself missing a finger - or worse. Like a chainsaw, the computer is also a powerful tool.
With it, teachers can enhance the classroom experience in a variety of ways, from showing PowerPoint
presentations to initiating international pen pal programs for their students via email. But while misuse of
the computer will probably not result in lost limbs, there are other dangers that must be considered when
computers are brought into a classroom.

To investigate the way technology is currently being used in our school district, I recently spoke with
Jeanine Lowell, who teaches social studies at Lake Town Middle School. Mrs. Lowell informed me that
computers, which were introduced into her classroom six years ago, have helped to increase student
motivation and prepare her students for life in a technological society. “These kids are probably going to be
using some kind of computer systems when they graduate from high school,” Lowell noted. “It’s important
that we provide a proper introduction to them in the classroom.”

With all the benefits, however, come a few drawbacks. Although Mrs. Lowell has nearly wallpapered
her room with warnings that state: “The computer is NOT A TOY,” not everyone in the class agrees with
the idea. She informed me that students get easily distracted by the many temptations of the Internet, and
that many students are quite adept at making it look as if they are doing work when they are really
checking their email or watching videos.

This unexpected development proved one thing to me: there is no fail-safe substitute for the watchful
eye of a good teacher like Jeanine Lowell. There are also no electronic cure-alls for any of education’s many
challenges. Technology is a useful tool, but that is all it is: a tool, which is something used by people to
accomplish a task, not a substitute for the people who use it. We must all remember that it is the teachers -
not the technology - who provide the greatest asset to our children’s education.

Tanganyika. Environmentalists want to protect the beauty and biological diversity of this area from the
harmful effects of overfishing and deforestation. However, in order to do this, they need the cooperation of
people in the nearby village of Mahale. In this impoverished community, malaria and typhoid are rampant,
there is little access to doctors, and 13% of children die before age S. How can we expect people who cannot
save their own children to care about saving the environment?

While it is true that the Mahale villagers are suffering, environmentalists argue that Lake
Tanganyika is in an equally critical condition. This lake is home to hundreds of fish species found
nowhere else on the globe. Eighty mammal species live in the surrounding forests and mountains.
Ninety percent of Tanzania's endangered chimpanzees reside in this area. Irreparable damage to this
ecosystem will result in untold losses.

Furthermore, environmentalists see the destruction of the environment as a direct function of the
villagers’ poverty: as the fish population decreases, people are forced to clear more land to grow rice and
corn. As they clear more land, the soil run-off from deforestation further reduces the fish population,
making it even more difficult for people to survive on fishing alone. This vicious cycle harms both the
Mahale villagers and the environment.

To meet their objective of protecting Lake Tanganyika, environmentalists are now using a multifaceted
approach in Mahale: helping the villagers gain access to healthcare, educating fisherman and farmers
about the impact of deforestation and their own role in the dwindling fish population, and protecting areas
of the lake where fish spawn. Since natural resources can be the tool by which the people of Tanzania work
themselves out of poverty, it is essential that these resources are managed well. By integrating health
services with conservation activity, we can begin to heal the suffering in western Tanzania, for people and
the land alike.

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Passage 3:
When little children get hurt, the first thing they usually ask for is a Band-Aid to make their wounds

feel better. But have you ever wondered what people used to cover wounds before Band-Aids were
invented? Band-Aids have only been around since the 1920’s, but people have been getting hurt for much
longer than that. How people treated their wounds in the past may surprise you. In addition to cloth
bandages, people often covered and cured their wounds with cobwebs.

Cobwebs are made by members of the spider family called Theridiidae. These spiders do not spin
typical webs that look like concentric polygons. Unlike the mathematically magical webs of their cousins,
these spiders spin a haphazard, sticky, crisscrossed net in which they trap their prey.

Most people associate cobwebs with an unkempt house, primarily because of the dust that accumulates
on the adhesive strands of cobwebs. But though it might appear untidy, the presence of cobwebs does not
suggest an unhealthy space. In fact, quite the opposite is true. Many types of cobwebs are laced with
penicillin, fungi that contain antibiotic properties. Alexander Fleming, the discoverer of penicillin, came
across the fungi when working with a colleague’s cobweb collection.

When the cobwebs containing penicillin came into contact with some bacteria samples, the growth of
the bacteria was halted, and the bacteria samples died. The discovery of penicillin for use as an antibiotic
changed the face of modern medicine, as it helped treat many serious diseases.

Cobwebs appear in the folktales of many cultures: cobwebs made of gold, cobwebs spun into gorgeous
gowns, cobweb swings, and Christmas trees draped in silver cobweb dresses. These days, cobwebs are used
as eerie decorations in creepy Halloween scenes, or else they induce cranky frustration during spring-
cleaning. Instead of being frustrated the next time you reach up to clean a dusty crevice, try to remember

the medical treasure trove tangled in your broom.
