For a century and a half, the piano has been one of the most popular solo instruments for Western
music. Unlike string and wind instruments, the piano is completely self-sufficient, as it is able to play
both the melody and its accompanying harmony at the same time. For this reason, it became the
favorite household instrument of the nineteenth century.

The ancestry of the piano can be traced to the early keyboard instruments of the fifteenth and
sixteenth centuries—the spinet, the dulcimer, and the virginal. In the seventeenth century, the organ,
the clavichord, and the harpsichord became the chief instruments of the keyboard group, the
supremacy they maintained until the piano supplanted them at the end of the eighteenth century. The
clavichord’s tone was metallic and never powerful, nevertheless, because of the variety of tone
possible for it, many composers found the clavichord a sympathetic instrument for intimate chamber

music. The harpsichord, with its bright, vigorous tone, was the favorite instrument for supporting the
bass of the small orchestra of the period and for concert use, but the character of the tone could not be
varied save by mechanical or structural devices.

The piano was perfected in the early eighteenth century by a harpsichord maker in Italy (though

musicologists point out several previous instances of the instrument). This instrument was called a
piano e forte (soft and loud), to indicate its dynamic versatility; its strings were struck by a recoiling
hammer with a felt-padded head. The wires were much heavier in the earlier instruments. A series of
mechanical improvements continuing well into the nineteenth century, including the introduction of
pedals to sustain tone or to soften it, the perfection of a metal frame, and a steel wire of the finest
quality, finally produced an instrument capable of myriad tonal effects from the most delicate
harmonies to an almost orchestral fullness of sound, from a liquid, singing tone to sharp, percussive
brilliance.

According to sociologists, there are several different ways in which a person may become recognized
as the leader of a social group in the United States. In the family, traditional cultural patterns confer
leadership on one or both of the parents. In other cases, such as friendship groups, one or more
persons may gradually emerge as leaders, although there is no formal process of selection. In larger
groups, leaders are usually chosen formally through election or recruitment.

Although leaders are often thought to be people with unusual personal abilities, decades of research
have failed to produce consistent evidence that there is any category of “natural leaders.” It seems
that there is no set of personal qualities that all leaders have in common; rather, virtually any person

may be recognized as a leader if the person has qualities that meet the needs of that particular group.

Furthermore, although it is commonly supposed that social groups have a single leader, research
suggests that there are typically two different leadership roles that are held by different individuals.
Instrumental leadership is leadership that emphasizes the completion of tasks by a social group.
Group members look to instrumental leaders to “get things done.” Expressive leadership, on the other
hand, is leadership that emphasizes the collective well-being of a social group’s members. Expressive
leaders are less concerned with the overall goals of the group than with providing emotional support
to group members and attempting to minimize tension and conflict among them. Group members
expect expressive leaders to maintain stable relationships within the group and support individual
members.

Instrumental leaders are likely to have a rather secondary relationship with other group members.
They give orders and may discipline group members who inhibit the attainment of the group’s goals.
Expressive leaders cultivate a more personal or primary relationship with others in the group. They
offer sympathy when someone experiences difficulties or is subjected to discipline, are quick to lighten
a serious moment with humor, and try to resolve issues that threaten to divide the group. As the
differences in these two roles suggest, expressive leaders generally receive more personal affection
from group members; instrumental leaders, if they are successful in promoting group goals, may
enjoy more distant respect.
