Several large wildfires are burning in California, where extreme heat and dry, windy conditions are fueling
the flames. Two of the three largest fires in state history are burning in the northern San Francisco Bay area.
Reports say more than 14,000 firefighters are battling those fires and over 20 others across California.

The fire danger also is high in Southern California, where fires were burning in Los Angeles, San
Bernardino and San Diego counties. The U.S. Forest Service closed all eight national forests in the area on
Monday and shut down campgrounds around the state.

September and October are traditionally wildfire seasons in California. A record 809,000 hectares have
burned this year. The previous record, set two years ago, included the deadliest wildfire in state history. That
fire destroyed most of the community of Paradise and killed 85 people. Officials have blamed the record-
breaking fires on electricity lines along with strong winds and dry conditions. To guard against new wildfires,
California’s biggest electricity provider now cuts power to areas with high-risk conditions. In recent days, power
was cut to more than 172,000 homes in an effort to prevent new fires.

On Saturday, National Guard rescuers in two military helicopters airlifted 214 people to safety after flames
trapped them in a wooded camping area near Mammoth Pool Reservoir. The artificial lake is north of the city of
Fresno. Twelve people were hospitalized, two of them with serious injuries.

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Passage 2:

A new study suggests Earth could have lost up to 60 percent of its atmosphere in the collision of space
objects that created the moon. Most scientists believe this event happened about 4 billion years ago when Earth
was still developing. They think a massive object, possibly the size of the planet Mars, hit the Earth,
sending vaporized particles into space. Gravity is believed to have brought these particles together to form the
moon.

The researchers’ impact hypothesis is one of three leading theories of how the moon was formed. The others
suggest the moon was either created at the same time as Earth, or that it was captured by Earth’s gravitational
field as it traveled through space.

The experiment considered the positions at which the objects hit the planet, the speed of the impacts, as well
as the size and mass of the colliding object.

Earlier research suggested that collisions during the latter stages of the formation of a planet can affect its
atmosphere. The computer models in this study expanded on this idea. They showed that a collision like the one
that may have formed the moon likely took a large part of Earth’s atmosphere.

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Passage 3:

Romeo and Juliet is a tragedy written by William Shakespeare early in his career about two young lovers
whose deaths ultimately reconcile their feuding families. Romeo and Juliet is sometimes considered to have no
unifying theme, save that of young love. The play focuses on the romantic love between Romeo and Juliet. It
turns out to be a tragic love, however.

Scholars are divided on the role of fate in the play. No consensus exists on whether the characters are truly
fated to meet their tragic end or whether the events take place by a series of unlucky chances. Arguments in
favor of fate often refer to the description of the lovers as “star-cross’d.” This phrase seems to hint that the stars
have predetermined the lovers’ future.

Shakespeare’s widespread use of light and dark imagery throughout the play has long been noted. Both
Romeo and Juliet see the other as light in a surrounding darkness. Romeo describes Juliet as being like the sun,
brighter than a torch, a jewel sparkling in the night, and a bright angel among dark clouds. Even when she lies
apparently dead in the tomb, he says her “beauty makes this vault a feasting presence full of light.” Juliet
describes Romeo as “day in night” and “whiter than snow upon a raven’s back.” This contrast of light and dark
can be expanded as symbols — contrasting love and hate, youth and age in a metaphoric way.
