A dictionary is a collection of words with certain information attached to each word.
Dictionaries are organized alphabetically by the so called headword or stem of the word. The
headword is used widely to determine the size of a dictionary. As many languages allow
combining words or adding a prefix to create new words, using the stem of a word gives a fairly
good estimate of the comprehensiveness of a dictionary. It is believed that a monolingual Dutch
dictionary is the largest monolingual dictionary at hand. It took 134 years to finish, starting in
1864 and finishing only in 1998. Initially it was published in 40 volumes. Which dictionary is
the world’s largest bilingual one? The Ethnologue estimates that there are 6909 known living
languages. Based on this estimate, there are millions of possible bilingual dictionary
combinations. Therefore, there is no one answer. The Muret- Sanders dictionary of English-
German includes over 400000 words and expressions. The Chinese- Japanese dictionary Dai
KanWajiten includes more than 50000 Chinese characters and 500000 compound words.
Multilingual dictionaries offer translations to a word into several languages at once. A
dictionary by Gregg Cox lists over 5 million entries in 225 languages. The Logos online
dictionary features over 8 million words in over 250 languages.

Canadians consume a lot of products made from oil. In fact, Canadians used 110billion liters
of refined oil products in 2018. Oil is an important part of daily life in Canada and the world for
transportation, heating our homes, beauty products, plastics used in clothing, household
products(curtains- rugs- pillows- dishes), medical supplies, asphalt, nylon, electronics( smart
phones- computers- TVs), sporting goods and more.
