PASSAGE 1:

The preservation of embryos and juveniles is a rare occurrence in the fossil record. The tiny,
delicate skeletons are usually scattered by scavengers or destroyed by weathering before they can
be fossilized. Ichthyosaurs had a higher chance of being preserved than did terrestrial creatures
because, as marine animals, they tended to live in environments less subject to erosion. Still, their
fossilization required a suite of factors: a slow rate of decay of soft tissues, little scavenging by
other animals, a lack of swift currents and waves to jumble and carry away small bones, and fairly
rapid burial. Given these factors, some areas have become treasuries of well-preserved
ichthyosaur fossils.

The deposits at Holzmaden, Germany, present an interesting case for analysis. The ichthyosaur
remains are found in black, bituminous marine shales deposited about 190 million years ago. Over
the years, thousands of specimens of marine reptiles, fish, and invertebrates have been recovered
from these rocks. The quality of preservation is outstanding, but what is even more impressive is
the number of ichthyosaur fossils containing preserved embryos. Ichthyosaurs with embryos have
been reported from 6 different levels of the shale in a small area around Holzmaden, suggesting
that a specific site was used by large numbers of ichthyosaurs repeatedly over time. The embryos
are quite advanced in their physical development; their paddles, for example, are already well-
formed. One specimen is even preserved in the birth canal. In addition, the shale contains the
remains of many newborns that are between 20 and 30 inches long.

PASSAGE 2:
The human memory system, a marvel of biological engineering, is not a single, monolithic entity,
but rather a complex network of interconnected processes. Among the most fundamental of these
processes are encoding, which involves transforming sensory information into a neural code the
brain can use, and retrieval, which is the act of accessing and bringing that stored information
back into conscious awareness. [1] Encoding is not merely a passive recording; it’s an active
construction, influenced by attention, emotion, and prior knowledge. As Endel Tulving, a
pioneering memory researcher, famously argued, there are different types of memory (episodic,
semantic, procedural), each with its unique encoding and retrieval mechanisms. The depth of
processing at encoding significantly impacts later recall. Craik and Lockhart’s levels-of-
processing theory suggests that information encoded semantically is better remembered than
information encoded shallowly (e.g., based on appearance). [2]

The process of retrieval is equally complex. Retrieval cues, such as hints or reminders, play a
critical role in accessing stored memories. [3] The encoding specificity principle, proposed by
Tulving, states that retrieval is most successful when the context at retrieval matches the context
at encoding. In other words, a memory is best recalled in the same environment in which it was
learned. Elizabeth Loftus’s work on eyewitness testimony demonstrates the malleability of
memory and the potential for misinformation to distort or create false memories. She showed that
leading questions can alter an individual’s recollection of an event. As Loftus points out,
“Memory, like liberty, is a fragile thing.” [4] While many believe that memories are faithfully
stored and retrieved, research shows that they are constantly being reconstructed, making them
vulnerable to distortion. Hence, understanding both encoding and retrieval is crucial for grasping
the dynamic and fallible nature of human memory.
