Editors of medical journals are interested in growing the journal’s reach and impact, attracting the highest-
quality submissions, responding to reader feedback to meet evolving needs, and ensuring the journal’s future
health by recruiting a pool of volunteers with opportunities for development. Social media and other online
initiatives can reach a much larger and more diverse audience than is possible through print, especially in
resource-limited areas and traditionally harder-to-reach parts of the world. Social media initiatives can help
to define a journal’s brand and be implemented at little to no monetary cost relative to traditional marketing
campaigns. Content is delivered directly to individuals on their devices rather than requiring that the
individual seek information on a journal website. If global access is a priority, social media posts in
languages other than English can facilitate broader outreach. In addition to promoting journal articles to their
social media audience, these same channels can be leveraged to expand access to and recruit volunteers for
opportunities in the journal and its parent society. Social hierarchies and other communication barriers are
largely eliminated in the online environment, such that editors can easily access reader opinions, feedback,
and perceived needs to better inform future journal initiatives. Most social media platforms provide users
with data on audience reach and engagement for each social media post, which is another form of feedback
that can inform strategy and help journals gauge success. In some studies, an association between social
media promotion and article citation counts has been observed, with potential for downstream effects on
journal impact factors.
