Masonry is the main surviving structural element of most monuments, and the aim
must be to preserve all that has survived. Replacement of stone should be considered
only where it has been firmly established that the stability of the structure is otherwise
at significant risk. It should be remembered that built masonry is often more inherently
stable than might appear on first sight. The extent of any replacement should be as
minimal as is consistent with the immediately foreseeable structural needs of the
monument, and the implications of any replacement on both the documentary value
and the aesthetic qualities of the monument should be carefully assessed in advance.

PASSAGE 2

The general objective of preventive conservation is to establish and maintain a stable
environment, to use non-reactive, chemically inert materials in storage and on exhibition,
and to properly handle all artifacts. Preventive techniques and solutions, particularly in
natural history collections, are discussed in a publication edited by Carolyn Rose and
colleagues (Rose, Hawks, & Genoways, 1995). Establishing sound policies governing
objects’ handling and processing is at the core of museum preservation practices.

Ideally, a conservator should be involved in the specification and maintenance of the
environmental conditions and stability of the museum building, its security in relation to
collections accessibility, and the preparedness of staff and buildings for emergency
situations. Pest management, housekeeping procedures, and object handling are at the top
of the conservation priority list and, if neglected, are considered the silent agents of
deterioration.

It is not expected that a conservator will be solely responsible for carrying out all the
activities, but he or she should contribute the technical knowledge and be sufficiently
familiar with current standards and practice and how to design the most effective and
efficient systems and procedures for the museum.

One of the most important documents which needs to be developed by the museum
staff is an Emergency Preparedness Manual. The importance of this document cannot be
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stressed enough. Its preparation often takes several months and involves representatives of
all museum departments. Once developed, it can prevent total destruction of collections,
as many real-life examples have illustrated (Rusch and Herro, 2000).

The question remains: to reconstruct or not to reconstruct. Heritage conservation
professionals have traditionally been opposed to reconstruction because this approach
can falsify history and create fictional places that never existed in that form. This
opposition began in the nineteenth century and gathered momentum following the oft-
repeated guidance from French art historian and archaeologist Adolphe Napoléon
Didron that “for ancient monuments, it is better to consolidate than repair, better to
repair than to restore, better to restore than to reconstruct”.

In 1883, in the Prima Carta del Restauro, Italian architect Camillo Boito spelled
out eight principles for heritage conservation that insist on honesty and transparency
when adding missing parts to buildings. These ideas eventually found expression in
the key twentieth-century doctrinal text that is the foundation of the International
Council on Monuments and Sites (ICOMOS). The 1964 International Charter on the
Conservation and Restoration of Monuments and Sites, known as the Venice Charter
rules out reconstruction and insists that restoration must stop where conjecture begins.
Subsequent standards and guidelines have consistently expressed caution about
reconstructing historic sites. There are exceptions — the Australia ICOMOS Charter for
the Conservation of Places of Cultural Significance, known as the Burra Charter
adopted in 1979, accepts reconstruction if it reflects a pattern of use or cultural
practice that sustains cultural value.
