PASSAGE 2:

Machine-made rugs and carpets take their names from the looms employed—Wilton,
for example—or the construction method, such as ingrain or Brussels. After 200 years
of use, the ingrain became almost obsolete during the 1930s because of its relatively
poor wearing qualities. Also called Kidderminster or Scotch, it is flat ribbed,
reversible, and completely without pile, and usually could be made with two- or three-
ply warp and weft yarns, dyed before weaving.

Brussels carpet, with uncut looped pile formed by round wires, was first introduced
about the mid-18th century. Shortly after, Wilton followed with the development of
bladed wires producing a cut pile. Both were capable of producing elaborate pile
designs, and the Jacquard device was used with them from about the 1820s, when it
replaced hand selection of colored pile threads. Bigelow’s power principles were
applied to the loom from about 1849. Pile not used for surface design is woven
longitudinally into the body of the backing fabric. Brussels carpets, woven on the
Wilton loom, but with their pile remaining uncut, are no longer sold in large quantities.

Tapestry is a printed pile yarn carpet that may be cut or uncut but must, by its
nature, normally be one pile thread per dent. In order to make a design by a method
other than printing yarn, more than one pile yarn per dent (five or six usually) is used
with a jacquard. The term velvet, more common in the United States, is used to mean
cut pile single frame; that is, plain carpet for which tapestry technique is not used. A
velvet carpet is basically one of Wilton type.

Tapestry carpets were invented in Scotland in 1830 but are now virtually obsolete.
Few of them were produced in the main carpet centers (Kidderminster, West Riding of
Yorkshire, and Scotland) after World War I1.

PASSAGE 3:

Tufted textiles had only just begun to grow by 1950. The bedspread boom had gparked the
creation of a regional machine-building industry. Firms like Cobble Brothers in Chattanooga,
Tennessee, and Cabin Crafts in Dalton experimented with larger and larger tufting machines.
The effort to produce a tufting machine wide enough to mass-produce bedspreads combined
with the growing popularity of scatter rugs to inspire the most ambitious, and successful,
innovation of the Dalton industrial complex: a carpet tufting machine.

Dalton manufacturers and machine makers quickly adapted the wide tufting machines for
the production of room-sized rugs and wall-to-wall carpeting. Up to 1950, the production of
carpets and larger rugs had been concentrated in the Northeast. A handful of large firms like
Connecticut’s Bigelow-Sanford and New York’s Mohawk Carpet Mills dominated a
relatively low-volume industry that produced high-priced goods. Northern mills used
traditional woven technology (power looms) and a relatively expensive natural fiber, wool.

Around 1950 old spread-making firms like Cabin Crafts and brand new maverick
companies like E. T. Barwick Mills (based in Chamblee with mills in Dalton and Lafayette)
began using tufting machines to cover the entire surface of a room-sized piece of backing
material with raised tufts of yarn. Working primarily with cotton, the new manufacturers
could produce carpets that resembled woven goods. The new tufting process was much more
efficient. A tufted cotton carpet sold for about half the cost of a similar woven wool product.

Cotton carpets were of poorer quality, however, and woven manufacturers derided the
new products as glorified bedspreads. Du Pont helped the new industry solve this problem by
introducing bulked continuous filament (BCF) nylon in 1957. Georgia tufting companies had
already begun catching up with woven manufacturers even as they worked with inferior
materials. Du Pont’s nylon fibers proved comparable to wool in performance but remained
inexpensive.
