Hand-woven carpets are mainly produced in home-based workshops and in limited
cases in a weaving complex, where a number of weavers are gathered and where
they weave carpets. A carpet loom is the most important element of the weaving
operation, which is divided into two types, horizontal and vertical. [1] Horizontal
looms pose a number of hazards. [2] The weaver has to squat on these looms with
severely deviated and harmful postures of the neck, back and legs, which can result
in deformity in the back and hip bones and other kinds of musculoskeletal
problems.

Over centuries, Kashmir handicrafts have commanded the admiration of the world
due to their exquisite workmanship and elegant designs. The arts and crafts of
Kashmir are the carriers of the image of natural topography of the beautiful vale
and the efficiency of its people to every corner of the globe; from the parlors of
common people up to the palaces of kings.
