PART C: Reading Comprehension

PASSAGE 1I:

The original home of the Samanids is uncertain, for some Arabic and Persian books
claim that the name was derived from a village near Samarqand, while others assert it
was a village near Balkh or Tirmidh. The latter is a shade more probable since the
earliest appearance of the Samanid family in the sources seems to be in Khurasan
rather than in Transoxiana (called Ma Wara’ an-Nahr in Arabic). In some sources the
Samanids claimed to be descended from the noble Sasanian family of Bahram Chibin,
whereas one author claimed that they were of Turkish origin and belonged to the
Oghuz tribe, which is most unlikely, but conceivably may be a later attempt to link
them to a Hephthalite or Turkish origin.

All traditions relating to the origin of the dynasty, however, have it that Saman
accepted Islam from Asad b. ‘Abd-Allah al-Qasr1 (or Qushairi), governor of Khurasan
(105-9/723-7), for subsequently Saman named his son Asad after the governor. We
hear no more of Asad until the time of al-Ma'miin, when his governor of Khurasan,
Ghassan b. ‘Abbad, rewarded the four sons of Asad for their support of al-Ma’miin
against a rebel Rafi‘ b. Laith. This was about the year 204/819, and the four sons of
Asad were appointed over the following cities: Niith - Samarqand, Ahmad - Farghana,
Yahya - Shash and Ilyas - Herat. This assignment of rule to the sons of Asad marked
the beginning of Samanid power in Transoxiana, for the line of Ilyas in Herat did not
fare as well as did his brothers in the north. Ilyas died in 242/856 and his son Ibrahim
took his place in Herat.

PASSAGE 2:

Before the 20th century political relations between Romanians and Iranians were
sporadic, although contacts between their ancestors reach back into antiquity. In the
early 6th century BCE the ancestors of the Romanians, the Geto-Dacians, a Thracian
people who inhabited the lower Danube basin, and Iranians met in battle when Darius
the Great, circa 514-13, invaded Thrace during his campaign against the Scythians,
who were threatening the northern frontiers of Persia. His army encountered hostile
Geto-Dacian tribes and defeated them, as described by Herodotus.

Centuries later, at the beginning of the 2nd century CE, as the Geto-Dacians, now
organized in a “kingdom,” were defending themselves against a Roman invasion,
Decebal, their “king,” sought an alliance with the Arsacid king Pacorus II. Nothing
came of Decebal’s initiative, and he was defeated by the Romans.

Over a millennium later an opportunity arose for cooperation between Stephen the
Great, Prince of Moldavia (1457-1504), and Uzun Hasan, the Aq Qoyunlu ruler,
against a common enemy, the Ottoman Sultan Mehmed 1T (r. 1451-81). In 1472 an
envoy of Uzun Hasan, on his way to Poland, Hungary, Venice, and the Papacy seeking
aid against the Turks, delivered a letter from his master to Stephen requesting his
support for an expedition against Mehmed II. The matter went no further.

In later centuries no similar Romanian-Iranian political contacts are recorded,
mainly because Moldavia and the neighboring Romanian principality of Wallachia had
become vassal states of the Ottoman empire and were forbidden to have direct
relations with foreign powers. Only after the principalities achieved union in 1859 and
de facto independence in the 1860s did formal diplomatic relations with Iran became

possible.

PASSAGE 3:

[1]Western penetration started early in the century. It began with military defeats, first
by the Russian army, then by the British. The Russians — armed with modern artillery
— swept through Central Asia and the Caucasus, defeating the Qajars in two short wars
and imposing on them the humiliating treaties of Gulestan (1813) and Turkmanchai
(1828). [2] Similarly, the British, who had been in the Persian Gulf since the
eighteenth century, started to expand their reach, forcing the Qajars to relinquish

Herat, and imposing on them the equally humiliating Treaty of Paris (1857). Iranians
began to refer to the two powers as their “northern” and “southern’ neighbors.

The treaties had far-reaching consequences. They established borders that have
endured more or less intact into the contemporary age. They turned the country into a
buffer and sometimes a contested zone in the “Great Game” played by the two powers.
Their representatives became key players in Iranian politics — so much so that they had
a hand not only in making and unmaking ministers but also in stabilizing the monarchy
and influencing the line of succession throughout the century. [3] The “paranoid style
of politics” which many have noted shapes modern Iran had its origins in the
nineteenth century.

The treaties also paved the way for other foreign powers to obtain a series of
commercial and diplomatic concessions known as capitulations. They were permitted
to establish provincial consulates, and their merchants were exempted from high
import duties as well as from internal tariffs, travel restrictions, and the jurisdiction of
local courts. The term capitulation became synonymous with imperial privileges,
arrogance, and transgressions. [4] These treaties — together with the opening of the
Suez Canal and extension of the Russian railways into the Caucasus and Central Asia
— initiated the commercial penetration of Iran. The process was further accelerated by
the Baku “oil rush” in the 1890s.
