During the Safavid Period (1501-1722), certain Islamic rights were recognized for women.
Even though women had been disempowered for a period of time, with the establishment of
Shiism as the official religion of the country, which was primarily concerned with justice,
women were allowed to regain power and had the right to exercise it. In particular,
women’s right to education was recognized by the Safavids, and recognizing this right was
felt to be important to facilitate access to education, although education was only available
to elite harem women. Their education in the harem came mainly from private tutors and
included reading, writing, and calligraphy, all of which were regarded as basic knowledge.
Some elite women were encouraged to learn the Koran and were interested in studying the
major sciences as well as jurisprudence and Islamic law. A brief survey of women’s
participation during the Safavid period reveals that education was considered to be
fundamental during this period and it helped harem women to exercise political power.

PASSAGE 2:

The north, particularly the north-east, are among the poorest regions in Thailand, and
economic hardship allied to a lack of opportunities for paid work makes urban migration
necessary for many. For young village women, factory work is one of the main avenues of
work in urban areas. A study of households in northeast Thailand found that on average 28
per cent of household income was remitted by absent daughters, and in general daughters
provided far more than sons. Other young women may be forced out of craft work and into
the urban employment market at some point, since the markets for traditional handmade
products — the tourist market, the expatriate market within Thailand, and the overseas
market — are both limited and unreliable. This is particularly true of the overseas market,
which can evaporate in the case of a recession.

ThaiCraft, a Thai NGO (Non-Governmental Organization), developed projects
specifically set up in order to provide an alternative to female urban migration, through the
employment of young northern women in income-generating home-based craft projects.
Such projects tend to be seen by their supporters as protective and redemptive; they
perpetuate ideas of women hand-weavers as virtuous and industrious, and a perception of
the complex skills required in traditional weaving as being “natural” to women. This
contributes to these skills being seen as “non-skills™ outside the village, and specifically in
the factories where these skills are in demand. Research has shown that perceptions of
women as unskilled labor are linked to low wages and poor working conditions, and that
projects such as those run by ThaiCraft could evolve strategies to improve young women’s
longer-term chances of securing better paid, more fulfilling, secure work.

PASSAGE 3:

While women and men can both be subjected to intimate partner violence (IPV), their
experiences tend to be different. Women are more likely to experience 1PV, including
coercive control, to experience higher rates of repeated violence, and are more likely to be
seriously harmed. Perpetrators of [PV are predominantly male. [1] There are arguments
which suggest that COVID-19 entrenched gender inequalities, and was associated with a
reversion to traditional gender roles and increased IPV. Other social and/or economic crises
could, we suggest, do the same.

The Institute for Government (2022) outlines the COVID-19 measures in the UK which
involved a complex timeline of national and local lockdowns and localized restrictions. [2]
These measures have been associated with increased victimization and restricted
victim/survivor agency as lockdown amplified the isolation already experienced by
victims/survivors, and perpetrators used lockdown to extend, intensify, or conceal their
abuse.

Women’s Aid (2020) found that 67 per cent of victims/survivors reported worsened
abuse and 76 per cent reported being forced into spending more time with their abuser.
While COVID-19 arguably led to efficiencies in domestic abuse support services, such as
reduced worker travel time, services were disrupted by safehouses being full, counselling
services stopping, or workplace support becoming inaccessible. [3] Children were also more
exposed to I[PV as perpetrators used child contact arrangements as mechanisms of abuse.

Police data provided further indications that the COVID-19 pandemic made life more
difficult for those living with IPV. Ivandic et al (2020), for example, noted an increase in
reports of intra-pandemic abuse in Greater London, a finding which should be assessed in
the context of the fact that police data only offer a partial picture. [4] Much IPV is
unreported and police data are limited to discrete IPV incidents which risks misrepresenting
complex gendered patterns of abuse as single incidents with identifiable triggers: for
example, football matches, alcohol use, and mental health.
