The second half of the 20th century was characterized by the strong relationship
established between economic growth and growth in transport activities. It was
generally accepted by analysts that the former was not achievable without the latter.
Over time, however, the negative externalities caused by transport, mainly emissions
and pollution, have posed a serious constraint on further economic development.

Transport is responsible for 26% of CO2 emission at global level and is one of the
few sectors where emissions are still growing.

Transport-
related emissions of this kind are the single most important factor in determining air
quality in many urban regions, depending on the altitude and thus the dispersion
pattern of emissions. In most major urban areas, air pollution is now badly affecting
quality of life and the improvement of air quality has become a priority for most cities
in developed countries. Worldwide, initiatives such as the C40 cities included in the
Clinton Climate Initiative and the Climate Alliance confirm the importance of this
issue for city managers. Failure to improve air quality can have dramatic consequences
for cities in terms of image and economic development. Innovation in transport is
therefore critical.

When the British East India Company’s emissary Stamford Raffles bought the fishing
island of Singapura from a Malay princeling in 1819, he did have some idea that the
island would be a valuable trading post in the Malacca Straits between the Indian and
Pacific oceans. But not even in his wildest dreams could he have imagined the city-
state of Singapore into which the island eventually transformed. But Raffles’ vision
of a trading post already held the seeds for the birth and the growth of the international
business hub that it is today. Then, as now, the real currency in Singapore was
information. Raffles’ Singapore became an Emporium of the East within a short
period, not because it had abundant harvests of spice or silk (which always came from
elsewhere) but because it had the great fortune of attracting smart and shrewd traders
and middlemen who knew how to exploit the differential in information between
people and between places.

By the time Singapore became independent in 1965, it had had nearly a century and
a half of trading experience on an international basis, had plugged into a vast network
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of traders around the world and had acquired an enviable knack for international trade.
However, such business savvy was confined to a small community of traders who
could not provide enough jobs for a fast growing population. The post-colonial
government recognized the dire need for rapid and large scale expansion of the jobs
market—an example, among other things, suggesting the necessity for a change—and
embarked on an industrialization program.

The start of the industrialization program in the early 1960s was propitious for
Singapore. For, this was the time the world was experiencing a wave of multinational
corporations (MNCs) reaching out to the far corners of the globe from their home
bases to seek new markets and to establish new production bases. In the Third World
countries, especially in the more politically aware and active post-colonial independent
states, there was resentment against MNCs as neo-colonizers and new exploiters. The
Singapore government thought otherwise.

Early architecture and urban design examples are based on fundamental geometric
shapes: point, line, circle, square, and rectangle. [1] They could straightforwardly be
assembled into grids, thus providing the footprint for the basic organization of urban
services and separating public from private areas. For the arrangement of these shapes
and infrastructure networks, city planners defined simple rules and instruction sets
which, in combination with the shapes, would form a design description that could be
easily taught to others.

With the growing complexity of settlements into urban centers and denser cities,
the simple instruction sets became less effective and could in fact hinder the city from
achieving its defined goals.

Linear transportation systems such as freeways,
train tracks and suburban private roads gained in importance and reshaped the design
of cities. Economics, transportation and the separation between living and working
arcas became dominant factors. [3] With less limitations in materials and increased
freedom in design, driven by a temporary abundance of cheap energy in the twentieth
century, the geometric expression of the city became increasingly a result of the
various stocks and flows that determined city life, leading to sometimes ordered, but
sometimes seemingly chaotic conditions of a city’s geometry.

PASSAGE 1:

There are three main opportunities for Masters in Business Administration (MBAs) and
MBA education to help change the way organizations manage their human resources. First,
MBAs could contribute to Human Resources (HR) departments that are committed to
playing a more strategic role. Our discussions confirmed the thesis that the mission of HR is
broadening to encompass activities beyond the traditional administrator and employee
advocate roles.

Even though many firms are outsourcing the more clerical and administrative HR
functions, other jobs under such headings as “HR generalist”, “organization effectiveness”,
and “organization design and development™ are multiplying. While the MBA might not be
the best preparation for traditional HR roles—and indeed we had neither the courses nor the
faculty appropriate for the preparation these roles require—it is a good foundation for the
business partner and organizational effectiveness since it affords a deep understanding of a
broad range of business functions.

There was one important point of disagreement among the executives we interviewed. It
concerned how much HR functional expertise is required for the HR business partner role.
Some argued that a young MBA’s general business skills would be a sufficient foundation,
because progressive companies would ensure they learned the key HR functional skills by
rotational assignments and short courses. Others were insistent on the need for functional
HR training and experience as a prequalification.

Second, MBAs could contribute by working for consulting firms that help other
organizations manage people more effectively. As firms come under increasing pressure
to improve their organizational effectiveness, they are turning more frequently to both
specialized HR consulting firms and general management consulting firms. These
consulting firms in turn are recruiting more MBAs to work in the corresponding practice
areas of change management, organization design, and human resource management
systems.

Finally, MBAs in functions such as Finance, Marketing, or Operations could also
contribute to this transformation by developing their people management and organization
design skills and by understanding how their human resource management practices
influence performance. As more firms come to practice what they preach concerning the
importance of human resources, managers in all functional areas and at all levels need to
give higher priority to these responsibilities and to the corresponding competencies.

PASSAGE 2:

Business history is a field which emerged in the United States during the 1920s, in
response to the increasing complexity of firms’ organization and management due to
rapid economic growth and the enlargement of corporations. It began to expand as an
academic field in the early 1960s, under the influence of Alfred Chandler. Through his
books on American large enterprises, Strategy and Structure (1962) and The Visible
Hand (1977), he provided a theory explaining the success of US big business, as
resulting from organizational capabilities which made possible the mass production
and mass distribution of goods.

Business history is a field at the crossroads of management and history.
Traditionally, works in business history used to consist of descriptive case studies of
companies, entrepreneurs and industries. It was seen until the 1980s as a contribution
both to a better understanding of companies and the economic system as a whole, and
to historical knowledge. Yet the disciplines most closely related to business history
have evolved in new and divergent directions, so that business history itself has
become a more and more isolated field. Management studies was one of them, which
used to be a close discipline, as business history appeared at first in a business school.
History was at the core of Weber’s, Bendix’s, Selznick’s and others’ seminal works in
organizational studies, although the link between both fields has been particularly
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strengthened by the seminal work of Chandler, which provides a theory of the firm’s
organization, and has been widely quoted by scholars in management. Yet, Chandler is
largely an exception.

Management studies and business history have evolved in different directions since
the 1950s. On the one hand, management was characterized since the 1950s by a
“scientization” of research, with its own subfields (e.g. strategic management,
organization behavior, and organizational theory), journals, conferences, and theories.
On the other hand, despite Chandler, most business historians continued to write
narrative case studies with few generalizations, and with little interest in discussing
concepts and theories. Yet, this divide between business history and management
studies is detrimental especially as numerous business historians have positions today
in business schools in some countries like Japan and the UK.

PASSAGE 3:

Management education has become “big business™ in both the U.S. and the U.K. with the
proliferation of the number of MBA programs over the last 20 years. [1] This rise has
been matched to a lesser extent by female enrollment, which has plateaued in both
countries at approximately 30%. The MBA qualification is increasingly seen as a
prerequisite for senior posts and for many women, as a way of breaking through the glass.
The MBA is therefore viewed by many as a worthwhile investment, and the increase in
the number of MBA programs in North America and Europe is indicative of the perceived
benefits of the qualification.

[2] However, despite the continued popularity of the MBA, doubts exist concerning the
value of the course to managers and organizations. Critics suggest that MBA graduates
gain little over their non-MBA counterparts in terms of effectiveness and skills at work
and that programs focus too much on analytical capabilities to the neglect of “softer” skills
seen as increasingly important in the workplace. The importance of interpersonal skills
has been associated with organizational changes such as the flattening of hierarchies, a
greater reliance on teamwork, and an enhanced customer/client focus, all of which draw
on the ability to manage relationships inside and outside the organization.

Early work by Mintzberg (1980 and 1994), for instance, exploring the significance of
interpersonal skills in management activities, found that leadership activities (including
motivating, inspiring and nurturing individuals as well as building and managing teams)
infuse all managerial work and that 40% of manager’s time is devoted almost exclusively
to communication and the sharing of information through talking and, in particular,
listening. [3] Other work has pointed to the benefits of interpersonal and “people” skills
for organizational performance as well as for high-quality team decision making.

While these skills are being recognized as critical to the successful manager, it has
been argued that they remain a neglected component of management education. [4] Chia
(1996), for example, has called for the cultivation of an “entrepreneurial imagination™ in
order to develop reflective and collaborative mindsets for the generation and articulation
of ideas as well as resourcefulness and creativity in dealing with practical concerns, while
Pfeffer and Fong (2002) refer to the development of “wisdom™ as managers make sense of
and integrate different kinds of knowledge into their management practice.
