The most frequently used pile material in a Turkish rug is sheep wool because it is
soft, durable, easy to work with and not too expensive. It is less susceptible to dirt than
cotton, does not react electrostatically. and insulates against both heat and cold. This
combination of characteristics is not found in other natural fibers. Wool comes from
the coats of sheep. Natural wool comes in colors of white, brown, fawn. yellow and
grey, which are sometimes used directly without going through a dyeing process.
Sheep wool also takes dyes well. Traditionally, wool used for Turkish carpets is spun
by hand. Cotton is used in Turkish rugs primarily in the foundation, the warps and
wefts of rugs. Cotton is stronger than wool, and, when used for the foundation., makes
a carpet lie flat on the ground. as it is not as easily distorted as woollen strings. Some
weavers such as Turkomans also use cotton for weaving small white details into the
rug in order to create contrast. The most traditional type of Turkish rug is wool on
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wool. Wool on wool carpet weaving dates back further and utilizes more traditional
design motifs than its counterparts. Because wool cannot be spun extra finely, the knot
count is often not as high as seen in a wool on cotton or silk on silk rug. Wool on wool
carpets are more frequently attributed to tribal or nomadic production. The most
intricate type of carpet is silk on silk, featuring a very fine weave. Knot counts for silk
carpets intended for floor coverings should be no greater than 100 knots per square
cm. Carpets woven with a knot count greater than 10x10 knots/cm2 are intended to be
used as a wall or pillow tapestry, because their fabric is less resistant to mechanical
stress.

PASSAGE 2:

Carpets and rugs have been handmade knotted wool in Sweden for centuries, taking on
many different forms and functions over the course of time. Rugs woven in the
traditional Oriental manner. especially in the Ottoman Empire and points east, were
originally brought to Sweden over trade routes as early as the early Middle Ages. In
the centuries that followed. Swedish rug-makers often infused their works with themes
and motifs traditionally found in Oriental rugs. Eventually, Swedish rug-makers would
begin to use Oriental rug-making techniques. but themes and motifs more consistent
with the artistic and cultural heritage of Sweden. By the early modern periods, rugs
had long been an important avenue of art — especially folk art — in Swedish culture. By
the beginning of the twentieth century. the craft was seen as being an important artistic
and cultural practice throughout Sweden, and designers began to make rugs that had a
broad international appeal. Swedish rugs from the mid-twentieth century remain
among the most desirable and sought after in the rug world. After being endorsed by
such titans of modernism and proponents of modern design as Le Corbusier, Eames
and Wright, Swedish rugs quickly became a highly desirable commodity. The
traditional geometric and abstract designs and the long pile of Rya rugs were
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considered especially desirable due to their perceived aesthetic complement to the
hardwood. metal, and sparseness favored by modern designers. As homeowners began
to transition toward a preference for modern aesthetics, it became difficult for Sweden
to keep up with the demand for high-quality Ryas. The design studio founded by
Maas-Fjetterstrtom in 1919 — and later headed by Barbro Nilsson after Mass-
Fjetterstrom’s death in 1941 — became an important centre for Swedish rug design, and
remains so today.

PASSAGE 3:

The dyeing process involves the preparation of the yarn in order to make it susceptible
for the proper dyes by immersion in a mordant. Dyestuffs are then added to the yarn
which remains in the dyeing solution for a defined time. The dyed yarn is then left to
dry, exposed to air and sunlight. Some colours, especially dark brown, require iron
mordants. which can damage or fade the fabric. Traditional dyes used for oriental rugs
are obtained from plants and insects. In 1856, the English chemist William
Perkin invented the first aniline dye, mauveine. A variety of other synthetic dyes were
invented thereafter. The tradition of natural dyeing was revived in Turkey in the early
1980s, and later on, in Iran. Chemical analyses led to the identification of natural dyes
from antique wool samples, and dyeing recipes and processes were experimentally re-
created. According to these analyzes, natural dyes used in Turkish carpets include:
red from Madder (Rubia tinctorum) roots: yellow from plants, including onion (Allium
cepa), several chamomile species (Anthemis, Matricaria chamomilla), and Euphorbia:
black from oak apples, Oak acorns, Tanner's sumach: green by double dyeing
with Indigo and yellow dye: orange by double dyeing with madder red and yellow dye:
and blue from indigo gained from Indigofera tinctoria. Some of the dyestuffs like
indigo or madder were goods of trade, and thus commonly available. Yellow or brown
dyestuffs more substantially vary from region to region. In some instances. the
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analysis of the dye has provided information about the provenance of a rug. Many
plants provide yellow dyes. like Vine weld. or Dyer's weed (Reseda luteola). Yellow
larkspur (perhaps identical with the isparek plant), or Dyer's sumach Cotinus
coggygria. Grape leaves and pomegranate rinds, as well as other plants. provide
different shades of yellow.
