‘There i1s widespread agreement that migration can generate economic and other
benefits for destination countries. The precise nature and size of these benefits at a
eiven time criticallv depends on the extent to which the skills of migrants are
complementary to those of domestic workers, as well as on the characteristics of the
host cconomy. In gencral, immigration adds workers 1o the cconomy, thus increasing
the gross domestic product (GDP) of the host country. There are also a varicty ol wavs
in which migrants can have positive cllects on labour productivity and GDP per head,
¢.g. il migrants arc more skilled than national workers and/or il immigration has
positive effects for innovation and skills agglomeration. By nature or necessity,
migrants are often more likely to be risk takers, and this quality has led to enormous
contributions to many destination countries in areas such as technology. science. the
arts and a range of other fields. In addition to enhancing national income and average
living standards in destination countries. immigration can have a positive effect on the
labour market by increasing labour supply in sectors and occupations suffering from
shortages of workers, as well as helping address mismatches in the job market. These
positive labouwr market ¢llcets are not just evident in high-skilled scctors, butl can also
occur 1n lower-skilled occupations. Immigration incrcases both the supply ol and the
demand for labour, which means that labour immigration (including ol lower-skilled
workers) can generate additional employment opportunities Tor existing workers, OF
course. Immigration can also have adverse labour market effects (¢.g. on wages and
employment of domestic workers), but most of the research literature tinds that these
negative impacts tend to be quite small, at least on average. Beyond the labour market
and macroeconomy, the immigration of voung workers can also help with easing
pressures on pensions systems of high-income countries with rapidly ageing
populations. Finally. in contrast to popular perceptions. a recent OECD study found
that the net fiscal effects of immigration, i.e. the taxes migrants pay minus the benefits
and government services thev receive, tend to be quite small and — for most OECD
countries analysed in the study — positive.

Onc of the main arguments in favor of NATTA at the time it was being proposed by
policymakers was that the agreement would improve economic conditions in Mexico
and narrow the income disparity between Mexico and the United States and Canada.
Studies that have addressed the issue of economic convergence have noted that
economic convergence in North America has failed to materialize. One study states
that NAFTA failed to fulfill the promise of closing the Mexico-U1.S. development gap
and that this was partially due to the lack of deeper torms of regional integration or
cooperation between Mexico and the United States. The study contends that domestic
policics in both countrics, along with underlving geographic and demographic
realitics, contribule to the continuing disparitics in income. The authors arguc that
ncither Mexico nor the United States adopled complementary policics alicr NAFTA
that could have promoted a more successliul regional integration cllort. These policics
could include cducation, indusirial policics, and morc investment in border and
transportation infrastructure. ‘The authors also note that other developments, such as
increased security along the U.S.-Mexico border after the September 11, 2001.
terrorist attacks, have made it much more difficult for the movement of goods and
services across the border and for improving regional integration. They argue that the
two countries could cooperate on policies that foster convergence and economic
development in Mexico instead of increasing security and "building walls."

A World Bank study states that NAFI'A brought economic and social benefits to
the Mexican economy, but that it is not enough to help narrow the disparities in
econonlic conditions between Mexico and the United States. [t contends that Mexico
needs (o invest more in education, innovation, and inlrastructure, and in the quality of
national institutions. The study also states thal income convergence between a Latin
Amcrican country and the United States i1s limited by the wide dillerences in the
quality of domestic institutions, in the innovation dynamics of domestic firms, and in
the skills of the labor force. While NATTA had a positive ¢lfeet on wages and
employment in some Mexican states, the wage differential within the country
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increascd as a result of trade liberalization. Another study also notes that the ability of
Mexico 1o 1mprove ¢conomic conditions depends on ils capacily Lo improve ils
national institutions. adding that Mexican institutions did not improve significantly
more than those of other Latin American countries since NAI“TA went into effects.
