A cappclla music is group or solo singing withoul instrumenial accompaniment, or a
piece intended to be performed in this way. The term "a capella’ was originally
intended to differentiate between Renaissance polyphony and Barogque concertato
style. [n the 19th century. a renewed interest in Renaissance polyphony coupled with
an ignorance of the fact that vocal parts were often doubled by instrumentalists led to
the term coming to mean unaccompanied vocal music. The term is also used, albeit
rarelv, as a svnonvm for alla breve. A cappella music was originally used in religious
music, especially church music as well as anasheed and zemirot. Gregorian chant is an
example of a cappella singing, as is the majority of secular vocal music from
the Renaissance. The madrigal, up until its development in the early Barogue into an
instrumentally-accompanied form, is also usually in a cappella form. Jewish and Early
Christian music was largely a cappella, although as noted by the Psalms some songs
wcere accompanicd by siring instruments and this practice has continued in both of
these religions as well ag in [slam. The polyphony ol Christian a cappella music began
o develop in Furope around the late 15th century AT, with compositions by Josquin
des Prez. The early a cappella polyphonies may have had an accompanying
instrument. although this instrument would merely double the singers' parts and was
not independent. By the 16th century, a cappella polyphony had further developed, but

A choir is a musical cnsemblce ol singers. Choral music, in turn, 1s the music wrillien
specilically for such an cnscmble 1o perform. Choirs may perlorm music [rom
the classical music repertoire, which spans from the medicval crato the present,
or popular music repertoire. Most choirs arc led by aconductor, who leads the
performances with arm and face gestures. A body of singers who perform together as a
group is called a choir or chorus. The lformer term is very ofien applied 1o groups
aftiliated with a church and the second to groups that perform in theatres or concert
halls, but this distinction is far from rigid. Choirs may sing without instrumental
accompaniment, with the accompaniment of apiano or pipe organ. with a small
ensemble (e.g.. harpsichord. cello and double bass for a Baroque piece), or with a
full orchestra of 70 to 100 musicians. The term choir has the secondary definition of a
subset of an ensemble; thus one speaks of the *woodwind choir® of an orchestra, or
different *choirs” of voices or instruments in a polychoral composition. In tvpical 18th-
to 21st-century oratorios and masscs, chorus or choir is usually understood 1o imply
morc than onc singer per parl, in conirast 1o the quartet of soloists also [catured in
these works, Choirs are often led by a conductor or choirmaster. Most ollen choirs
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consist of four scetions intended to sing in four part harmony, but there is no limit (o
the number of possible parts as long as there is a singer available to sing the
part: ‘Thomas Tallis wrote a 40-part motet entitled Spem in alium, for eight choirs of
five parts each:; Krzysztof Penderecki's Stahai Muter is for three choirs of 16 voices
each. a total of 48 parts.

PASSAGE 3:

A wood block (woodblock}) 1s a small slit drum made from a single piece of wood and
uscd as 4 percussion instrument. The term gencerally signilics the Western orchestral
instrument, though it 1s related 1o the ban time-bealers used by the Han Chincse, which
is why the Western instrument is sometimes referred o as Chinese woodblock.
Alfernative names sometimes used in raglime and jarzz are clog box and tap box. In
orchestral music scores, wood blocks may be indicated by the Trench bloc de
bois or lambowr de bois, German Holzblock or Holzblockiromme!, or ltalian cassa oi
legno. The orchestral wood block of the West is generally made from teak or another
hardwood. ‘The dimensions of this instrument vary, although it is either a rectangular
or cylindrical block of wood with one or sometimes two longitudinal cavities. It is
played by striking it with a stick, which produces a sharp crack. Alternatively, a
rounder mallet. soft or hard. may be used. which produces a deeper-pitched and fuller
‘knocking’ sound. In a drum kit, a wood block was traditionally mounted on a clamp
fixed to the top of the rear rim of the bass drum. Log drums made from hollowed logs,
and slit drums made from bamboo, are used in Africa and the Pacific Islands.
The muyu is a rounded wood block carved in the shape ol a lish and struck with a
wooden stick. It is made in varlous sizes and 1s ollen uscd in Buddhist chanting, in
China as wcll as in other Asian nations including Japan, Korca. and Vicinam. Also, in
